Prof. James Tartaglia, Ph.D.: Technology, Solipsism and Philosophical
Education
Keele University, United Kingdom

Some dominant directions in technological development are solipsistic and
undermining of meaning in human life. Living online or in virtual realities
transforms what was previously a purely academic problem of other minds
into a real-world problem, as well as making it much harder for us to view our
activities as meaningful; although a revealing coping strategy for dealing with
this situation has emerged in the phenomenon of “speedrunning”. Following
Hans Jonas, I think the only realistic prospect of changing this direction of
travel is for technological development to be brought into the fold of popular
democratic politics. I argue that this would require the public to have far
greater philosophical awareness than at present and that our current
problems with technology are essentially philosophical.

Doc. Raul Hakli, Ph.D.: Artificial Agents, Responsibility, and
Trustworthiness
University of Helsinki, Finland

I will argue that artificial agents like Al systems and robots cannot be morally
responsible for their actions due to their lack of autonomy. I will then ask
whether so-called "social robots" can be understood as social. Concepts like
"sociality”, "intentionality”, and "agency" have stronger and weaker senses,
and I argue that the conditions of the stronger senses are too stringent for
robots to satisfy. For instance, in the strong sense of the term, "sociality"
entails the capacity to enter social agreements or make social commitments



that create obligations. Since robots cannot bear responsibility, they cannot
have obligations and hence they cannot be social in the strong sense required
for being full participants in human social practices. However, we may still
attribute intentional agency and sociality to robots in some weaker senses, for
instance, in an interpretivist sense for pragmatic purposes like prediction and
action coordination. This enables and smoothens interaction between humans
and robots without leading to erosion of the concepts that characterize
human social interactions. I will also discuss the consequences of these
conclusions to approaches like "trustworthy Al" and "responsible robotics". If
responsibility and trustworthiness cannot be properly attributed to artificial
agents, then responsible and trustworthy technology development must come
down to arranging human institutions in a responsible and trustworthy
manner.

Prof. MUDr. Daniela Ostatnikova, PhD.: Percepcia a kognitivne
spracovanie informdcii ludskym mozgom
Fyziologicky ustav, Lekdrska fakulta UK v Bratislave

Od poslednej dekddy minulého storo¢ia pozorujeme nevidany rozmach
vyskumu mozgu a uplatriovanie novych neurovednych objavov v medicinskej
praxi. Toto obdobie, nazvané “Dekdda mozgu”, bolo velmi plodné a vyustilo
do vyvoja novych farmdak, objavov genetickych mutdcii ako pri¢in
neurologickych a psychiatrickych choréb a prinieslo kvantitativny aj
kvalitativny rozmach pocitacovej neurovedy a umelej inteligencie. V prvom
desatrodi 3.tisicrodia sa pozornost neurovedcov koncentrovala na duSevné
poruchy a teraz hovorime o dekade digitdlneho vyskumu mozgu. Vedecké
pokroky dosahujeme prepdjanim neurovied s poditactovou technoldgiou a
novou uroviiou interprofesijnej spoluprace a translacie do kliniky.

Mozog je najzlozitejSou $truktirou, ktord neurovedy skimaju a je otdzne, ¢i
nam napriek technologickému pokroku dovoli poznat v8etky svoje schopnosti.
Ludsky mozog sa vyznacuje kognitivnhou brilantnostou, ktord mu umoziuje
odpovedat aj na nepoloZené otazky - hovorime o l'udskej kreativite. Vyznacuje
sa tiez adaptabilitou, schopnostou udit sa, pamadtat si a predvidat na zdklade
predchddzajucich skusenosti - hovorime o kognitivnej flexibilite. Emocie su
hlavnymi motivatormi Iudského konania a zabezpec¢uji ndm ochranu seba a
ludského rodu. Ako povedal Exupéryho maly princ, najdélezitejsie veci su
nasim oc¢iam neviditelné, poznavame ich srdcom.

Mozog kazdého c¢loveka sa vyvija na zaklade spoluprace génov a prostredia.
Tato jedine¢na interakcia vytvara unikdtny mozog s unikdtnymi funkciami
v kazdom z nas.

Celkom osobitnit vyzvu tvori pozndvanie mozgu a mozgovych funkcii
autistickych jedincov. Vyrazny ndrast prevalencie autizmu vyvolava zdujem



vedcov, ale aj verejnosti o pochopenie systemizacie kognitivnych schopnosti
v Case vyrazného vzostupu umelej inteligencie.

Prof. PhDr. Emil Visiovsky, CSc.: Homo technologicus vs. Homo
humanus
Katedra filozofie a dejin filozofie, Filozofickd fakulta UK v Bratislave

V prvej casti predndsky sa budem venovat podstate technoldgie z
filozofického hladiska. Clovek je homo technologicus, ¢o znamena, Ze
technoldgia patri k podstate jeho bytia, ktoré je bez technolégie nemozné. To
ma zavazné konzekvencie, napr. (bio)technologicky determinizmus
(technolodgia urduje a riesi vSetko, vratane osudu ludstva). V druhej casti
prednasky nadviazem zakladnymi filozofickymi otazkami umelej inteligencie
(UI). Co je umeld inteligencia z filozofického hladiska a ako o nej filozoficky
mysliet? Napokon v tretej casti poukdaZem na potrebu humanizécie
technologie a Ul a predstavim koncept technologického (digitdlneho)
humanizmu.
